CPAC Meeting Minutes
July 20, 2010

I. Introductions

Introductions were made of all attendees since new members showed up.  Those in attendance were: Georgia Burke, Jeanne Felknor, Amanda Petrowski, Kathy Hamada, Theresa Medina, Emily Taylor, Katherine Buoscio, Ronda Locke and Amy Bilton.

II. Publicist Report
Kid Fest numbers still not finalized. Await a response from West Town Chamber.  The rough estimate is that 20,000 people attended, which means that the door was probably down between $4,000 and $5,000.  We still get a larger cut of the door, which means that we may make about the same as last year. The activities seem to have broken even this year.  
Brainstorming was done regarding increased communication about the advisory council to the community, especially to the small satellite parks, including marketing materials, signs and banners. This project will probably be worked on by the new board. 
III. Vice President’s Report
Beer tasting at Small Bar went well. We discussed the possibility of a restaurant nights and further beer tastings in order to continue to bring in money. The new board will probably discuss these issues after the election. 

The wine tasting is set for September 16, 2010 from 7-9 PM. We previously agreed on pricing of $25 in advance and $30 at the door.  Publicity is going to be the biggest challenge, and we will flyer the neighborhood. Fliers were also left at the Park for the public. We would like everyone to sell 10 tickets if possible. We look to have 100 people attend. We also discussed offering free tickets to select members of Commercial Club and the aldermen.

IV. Park Supervisor’s Report 
The Movie in the Park was well attended on July 30, 2010.  Fall programming online registration begins on August 16, with in person registration beginning on August 21. Kathy noted that several people have requested ways that they could but bricks or tiles in the play lot, and the idea of tiling the benches came up again. That will need to be developed further. Yoga is doing well.  Kathy indicated that the Park needs a power washer and a vacuum cleaner.  We approved purchase of a power washer and talked about doing a “wish list" at the entry of the park so people can donate things we need, like a vacuum.

V. President’s Report
We discussed the regional budget meeting in September, and the fact that Amy Bilton will be forwarding a list to Cynthia Rosario. Discussion was had about the Sunbrella/awning, which we are working with the Park District on now. This has already been approved by the board and we await a response from the Park District as to what we can put in. We then talked about the parties. Amy Bilton agreed to run the Halloween party on October 30, 2010 with Jeanne Felknor.  We agreed that we should try to do a bake sale on November 2, and Jeanne Felknor agreed that she would assist with that. The Christmas party is set for December 4, 2010 and we need someone to run it. 

VI. Board Nominations

After much discussion over who is leaving the neighborhood over next year and who is not, the Advisory Council members (all members in attendance) nominated (suggested by Jeanne Felknor), seconded (Emily Siegler) and unanimously approved a slate for next month’s elections as follows:
